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Our consulting tree specialist has recommended that Tom Putt (amputated recently) be completely removed because it has shown blight for some time.

There are now 3 trees to replace. The guardians of the late Jargonelle pear are going to Bernwode Plants for their replacement traditional pear
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Many were distressed and surprised that a person removed virtually every apple in October. There are a number of theories as to identity. We are thinking of posting a poem in the Bucks Free Press and/or Downley News at an appropriate time next year. Name and shame.
